The Nuu-chah-nulth Tribal Council  offers two scholarships in the above categories  to students in grades 1 – 12 who are extensively involved in cultural, athletic and fine arts programs within the community and in the schools. There will be an award for 1 Secondary student and 1 Elementary student in each category.  They will be selected by the scholarship committee and presented at the scholarships celebration.

· A letter from the applicant explaining why they feel they qualify must also accompany application.
